WHAT IS THE PROBLEM?

Pollutants (particulates, heavy metals, chemicals) and debris are washed
down the streets during rain events and can often clog storm drains.
These contaminants remain in the runoff water as it travels through the
storm sewer system and eventually discharges into the Rio de Flag.

PROTECT THE RIO DE FLAG

Originating from several sprlngs the Rio de Flag is the primary drainage of the San
Francisco Peaks. SFprlng low is only part of the story, with the majority of stream

flow near Flagstaff coming from rain and snowmelt.

Stormwater containing
chemicals and other
pollutants from the
streets is poisonous to
various fish and
invertebrate species,
and can cause damage
to riparian habitats.
Polluted stormwater
runoff can also degrade
recreation areas and
seep underground,
contaminating ground-
water supplies.

Did you know that the
vast majority of water in
Frances Short Pond is
actually stormwater?

CONTAMINANTS MOVE THROUGH THE
LITTLE COLORADO RIVER (LCR) WATERSHED

Even the purest rain and snow runoff picks
up contaminants and moves them along
our local drainages connecting to the
Little Colorado River (LCR) Watershed.
Although these drainages ultlmate?l oin
the Colorado River, most of Flagsta

water evaporates or seeps into
underground aquifers before it even
reaches the LCR.
